(OPeriodically brush off snow and beads of water from the sponge found on the frame and
]\c/enti_lator. If the sponge becomes blocked, it can affect breathability and cause lens
ogging.

(ODo NOT leave moisture, snow, or ice on the lens. Make sure to shake it off or dab with
a soft cloth.

QlIf water freezes on the lens, do NOT try to rub off the ice. Instead, give the ice time to
thaw %nd use a soft cloth to wipe away. Attempting to rub ice off the lens can cause
scratches.

(ODo NOT handle lens with bare hands to prevent fingerprints and other smudges.

(OThe inner lens is coated with a hydrophilic anti-fog coating. This works by absorbing
moisture, however a lens that has absorbed moisture is easier to scratch. If the lens is
wet, do NOT rub. Smudges and scratches can negatively affect the performance.

CQIf the lens start to fog, this is an indication that the anti-fog coating has become
saturated. The anti-fogging abilities will return after the lens has had time to dry in
normal temperatures.

(ODo NOT spray the lens with anti-fogging, water repellant or cleaning agents. These can
damage the lens and negatively affect the performance of anti-fog coating.

(OSmall scratches on mirrored lens can cause the mirror coating to peel. Do NOT rub with
gloves or hard objects.

(ODo NOT spray mirrored lens with anti-fogging agents. May cause the mirror coating to
peel.

(OThe photochromic lens takes time to transition from dark to light.

Photochromic lenses (Alpine Goggles BC, Alpine Goggles Over-the-Glasses BC) —

Photochromic lens transitions from light to dark color based on exposure to ultraviolet

light. The lens color will darken in bright sunlight and become lighter when there is less

ultraviolet light, such as during dusk or night. Suited for all types of weather and perfect

for long hikes.

(OThe ability of the lens to darken is affected by UV coatings on cars or when inside build-
ings.

(OThe ability of the lens to darken is affected by temperature. Generally, the lens will be
darker in lower temperatures and will take longer to transition back to a lighter color.
(OOver time the color and ability of the lens to darken will be degraded (generally in
about 2 years of use). This is a natural deterioration due to exposure to ultraviolet
light and not repairable. The UV protection performance of the lens remain unaffected

even after losing its ability to turn dark.

. Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
Care Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

(OTo clean outer lens (water streaks, fingerprints, smudges, dust sand or dirt), rub lightly
using the stuff sack/lens cleaner.

(OTo wash away stains and soiling, take the lens out of the frame and wash with running
tap water and rub lightly with a finger. Afterwards shake off excess water and dab with a
soft cloth. Allow to completely air dry.

OTo_ clean inner lens (water streaks, fingerprints, smudges, dust sand or dirt), rub lightly
using a soft cloth with some rubbing alcohol.

OlIf the lens is damaged or scratched, contact Montbell Customer Service. Replacement
lenses are available for purchase. a

B Storage

(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place
out of direct sunlight.

OIf stored wet or soiled, the strap, frame and lens can prematurely deteriorate and may
cause fogging. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air-dry in a cool, well ventilated area.

(OExcessive pressure against the lens may cause the product to deform, get damaged,
and to fog between the lens. When storing or transporting, do NOT allow the lens to
come in contact with hard objects, such as metal objects, buckles, zippers, and sharp
plastics.
