*Aluminum and steel pole sections CANNOT be used together because of difference in thickness
and diameter.

*Steel Tarp Pole 240 and 280 made before 2012 CANNOT be used together because of differ-
ence in diameter.
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B Care

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well
ventilated area. If stored wet or soiled, mold can grow and the pole can start to rust causing
premature deterioration.

(OUse a damp cloth to clean the pole. Afterwards apply a silicone lubricant.

B Storage

(OStore in a cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.
