These products are designed to be used when out on water by kayaking or rafting. A floating
polypropylene rope is stored in a buoyant bag. Able to attach it to the Throw Rope Belt by using
the loop on the back (available only on 15 and 20).

H Prior to use, inspect this product for:

[ IDamage to the rope and loosening of the knots.
[ IDamage to the rope bag or cord lock.

B Directions

@ Pull the cord lock as shown in the figure to loosen.
Make sure the opening is wide enough and rope can
easily be pulled out of the bag.

@ Hold the rope with one hand and the rope bag with the other.

® Choose firm ground and check for a safe place downstream for
pulling the rescuee out of the water. Throw the rope bag towards
the rescuee or boat.

OMake sure the rope is caught by the rescuee and swing the
rescuee in a pendulum motion towards the safe shore. The
rescuee needs to lay on his/her back and face downstream to
catch his/her breath.

*When putting the rope back into the rope bag, it is important to
make sure there are no twists in the rope that could affect the
next time you need to throw the rope. A relatively easy way to
put the rope back into the bag is to loop your pinky fingers
through the two loops on the side of the openings and to slowly
feed the rope into the bag using your index fingers and thumbs.

*Pull the cord lock as shown in the figure to close.

*The Compact Throw Rope 15:20 can be attached to the Throw Rope Belt (sold separately).
*The Compact Throw Rope 10 is designed to be deployed from the boat (when not possible to reach the rescuee
from the shore), or to tow or moor a boat.

Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
. Care Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

(OAifter use, rinse the product with fresh water to remove any sand or other debris and shade dry.
For heavy soiling, wash with lukewarm water and a mild soap, rinse thoroughly, and shade dry.
COIf you notice any deterioration from age/use, or damage, replace the rope with Non Core Floating

Rope (sold separately).

H Storage

(OStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.
(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.
