Due to the
manufacturing process, there may also be traces of air bubbles on the outer surface of the
boots. This in no way has any effect on performance.

@Due to the manufacturing process, the adjustor may affect the coloration of the area in contact.
This in no way has any effect on performance.

@This product may develop a powdery white appearance, however this is a known characteristic
of high quality natural rubber (called blooming). This in no way has any effect on performance
and can be reversed with rubber boot care products. Do store wet boots. Drying water can leave
a spotted stain pattern.

@Since this product is made with natural rubber, the color can fade when exposed to ultraviolet
light. To prevent discoloration, apply a protective treatment on a semi-regular basis. (We
recommend ReviveX’s UV Tech)

@Certain substances, such as oil, may cause slipping.

@Though rare, natural rubber may cause an allergic reaction. If itching or rash develops, stop
using these boots immediately and seek medical attention.

@Do not store in areas subject to high temperatures. Heat can damage boots.

B Care and Maintenance Froiiow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your boots.

(OcCleaning
1)Insole and inside the shoe
After using, remove the insole and allow to air dry. Removing the insole allows the inside of
the boot to dry quicker. In cases of heavy soiling, use a mild detergent with brush.
For Logan Boots, brush the lining to remove dirt.
2)Upper
Use a shoe brush to remove dirt and water to remove heavy soiling.

3)Outsole
Wash with water.
ODrying
void direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well ventilated area.

H Storage
