of the pants has ventilation for releasing built up heat. This product conforms to the European

Oln accordance with the European Standard, the area of cut protection fabric for these pants is as
follows: the entire front of the pants, including 50 mm to the exterior of the left leg, 50mm to the
interior of the right leg and 200mm above the top of the inseam.
See the next page for a visual representation of the area of cut protection fabric.

OThis personal protective equipment works to protect the user's leg in the following way. When a
chainsaw's moving chain cuts the outer fabric of the pants, the chain draws out and pulls the cut
protection fabric on the inside of the pant into the chainsaw's drive sprocket, locking it in place
and stopping the chain, thus limiting damage to the operator's leg. After coming into contact with
a chainsaw's chain, STOP further use immediately. Any damage to the cut protection fabric ruins
the pants' protective effect.

OAvoid any contact with sharp or pointed objects (saw chain, thorns, metal tools, etc.) or substanc-
es such as acids, oil, solvents, fuel, animal feces, etc. to prevent damaging the material.

ODo not expose pants to extremely hot objects (exhaust, etc.) or other sources of heat (fire, ovens,
etc.).

OProtective clothing requires special care and should be cleaned on a regular basis. Weekly
cleaning is recommended if the pants are used daily and are moderately dirty.



OClean the pants immediately after heavily soiling. Resin, oil and fuel stains can reduce or ruin the
pants' protective effect.

(OWash using a commercial detergent. Add a degreasant (soap) to the detergent in case of heavy
soiling.

(OTo preserve the pants' protective effect, pull it into its original shape after washing and then air dry.

(ODo NOT wash on high temperatures or tumble dry. May cause shrinkage and reduce or ruin the
pants' protective effect.

(ODo NOT sew into the cut protection fabric. Altering the cut protection fabric ruins the pants'
protective effect.

ODo NOT perform modifications or alterations to the pants. May ruin the pants' protective effect.

ODo NOT perform maodifications or alterations to the cut protection fabric. May ruin the pants'
protective effect.

(ODo NOT embroider or sew patches into the pants. May ruin the pants' protective effect.

(ODo NOT use the pants' if the cut protection fabric has been damaged or altered in any way.
Replace pants.

OAfter reading the directions, choose an appropriate size. Poorly-fitting pants may reduce or ruin
the pants' protective effect.

OPrior to use, check the pants' condition and stop using immediately if you notice or suspect any
damage, aging or irregularities. The pants' protective effect may be reduced or ruined.

B Directions

OWhen choosing an appropriate size, make sure that the pants do not interfere with movement.
Also, do NOT choose an overly large size as extra fabric may catch on objects.

OPants can be put on and taken off as usual. User must make sure pants fit properly.

(OWhen operating a chainsaw, always be sure to hold the chainsaw as detailed in the chainsaw's
user's manual. Improper operation of the chainsaw may reduce or ruin the pants' protective
effect.

OFasten the hipbelt so the pants do not shift during use.

OIf necessary, the hipbelt can be removed.

OIf it is necessary to secure the pant cuffs, use the Samue Leg Closure System.

B Accessories and Spare Parts

OAccessories and spare parts are not available.

l Storage

OThere are no special storage requirements. Store as normal.
OStore indoors in a well-ventilated, cool, dry place.
OAuvoid high temperature, high humidity and exposure to ultraviolet light.

B Lifespan

(OThe cut protection fabric's durability will diminish with regular use. If used, cared for and stored
correctly, the typical lifespan of this product is 1 to 1.5 years for daily professional use and up to
5 years for periodic use. Regardless, this is based on at least 25 mandatory wash cycles after
wearing. However this also depends on the amount and conditions of use. Frequent use will
diminish the pants' lifespan, requiring replacement sooner. The pants' lifespan is also affected
by the following:
Exposure to chemicals — Use during hot weather — Extended exposure to ultraviolet light — Abra-
sion — Sharp edges — Improper care and storage

B Disposal

(OWhen the pants have reached the end of their usable lifespan and can no longer be used,
destroy the pants to ensure they can never be used again, for example by shredding the fabric.
OPlease follow local regulations regarding waste disposal.

Bl Warranty

lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will replace
the product at Montbell's discretion.
