Hook (Inside)

(OThis pack is compatible with the Trail Water Pack (sold separately)
A hydration bladder with a tube that allows you to drink while you're on the go, without needing
to put your backpack down.

Pass the hose through
the loop on the shoulder
harness (A) and adjust
the position of the
mouth piece. The hose
can be clipped on to the
sternum strap (B) .
