OClose the fabric-cover zipper, fold the waterproof cover and attach the rudder assembly mount onto
the stern (see Fig. below). Set the grab loop and securely strap the rudder assembly.

1 To properly attach the rudder, make sure to neatly fold the waterproof cover.
