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The TSA Card Lock is a card lock that has been approved by the United
States Transportation Safety Administration. In America (including Hawaii,
Saipan and Guam), luggage screening procedures have strengthened at
airports as a deterrent against terrorism. There are cases where the TSA will
destroy a lock in order to conduct a screening (no compensation for
damaged property). However, with the TSA Dial Lock, the TSA has a
special master key they can use to open this lock and inspect your
luggage without having to destroy the lock.
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The TSA is able to open the lock using a special key on the back keyhole.
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Insert any of the four corners of the key card into the slot

of the lock, as shown in the figure. When inserting the card

key, make sure it is aligned perpendicular to the lock.  #iEROH—RFF¥—3 24 —#ETT.
Two card keys are included.
