M Care

OIf the screws become loose, use an eyeglass screwdriver to tighten. Loose screws can fall out
and become lost during use.

H Storage

(OWhen storing glasses, use the included case. During storage and transport, do NOT allow the
lenses to come into contact with hard objects (metal, buckles, zippers, plastics, etc).

(ODo NOT apply pressure to the glasses for long periods of time. Be careful when traveling and
storing the glasses.

OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct
sunlight.

*Do NOT store in a car or places subject to temperature extremes.
