(OThis shelter is made with synthetic fibers which are weak against heat. Keep this shelter away
from flame sources.

(OWhen using the shelter temporarily like a tent, be sure to anchor the shelter with pegs (sold sepa-
rately). Depending on ground conditions, such as sand or snow, different pegs may be necessary.

(OChoose a campsite free of danger and as level as possible.

OUltraviolet rays from the sun can damage the shelter’s fabric. Sulfur gas from natural hot springs
can also shorten the shelter’s lifespan.

xAdditional items needed: 9x 16mm Aluminum V pegs, 1x Zelt Pole Set (sold separately), or in
place of the Zelt Pole Set; 2x trekking poles (or similar), 2x 400cm length guylines (¢ 2mm) and
4x aluminum runners.

@ Spread out the shelter and use pegs (sold separately) to
stake out the four corners.

@Assemble the support pole (see Fig. A). If you align
the pole sections, the tension of the shock cord will
help assembling the pole. Do NOT stretch the shock
cord more than necessary.

OMake two sets of guylines with aluminum runners as shown below in Fig B. (or use the guylines
included in the Zelt Pole Set). Stake down the three guylines as shown in Fig. C. *Make sure to
hammer pegs well into the ground.

Improper care and storage will shorten the lifespan of this product.

H Care

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well ventilated
area. If stored wet or soiled, mold can grow and the fabric can start to prematurely deteriorate.

(OOver time the tarp’s water repellent treatment will deteriorate. To restore the tarp’s water repellent
abilities, reapply a water repellent spray (sold separately).

(ODo NOT dry clean or wash in washing machine. This can damage the fabric.

Ol zipper movement becomes stiff, use Smooth Slider (sold separately) or candle wax to restore functionality.

B Storage

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store loosely in a well ventilated, cool, dry place
out of direct sunlight. The product is not designed to be stored long term in the stuff sack which
should only be used for transporting the product.

B Warranty

Montbell's warranty covers all defects in materials and workmanship to the original owner for the
lifetime of the product. If a product ever fails due to a manufacturing defect, Montbell will repair the
product, or replace it, at its discretion. This warranty does not cover damage(s) caused by accident,
improper care, negligence, misuse, alterations or normal wear and tear.
