Do NOT leave this product
outside for extended periods or permanently.

OUse in hot spring areas or places exposed to sulfur gas may accelerate the deterioration of the fabric.

OBefore using the tent for the first time, be sure to practice pitching the tent at home to familiarize
yourself with the tent and its features.

OBe careful when handling pegs or tent parts as they have sharp edges.

OWhen assembling the poles, make sure the area is clear and be careful of other people in the area.
(OWhen attaching the poles to the tent, be careful of recoil.

(ODo NOT allow children to assemble the poles or stake pegs.

(OThe fabric of the rainfly (sold separately) has a waterproof finish. If there is a large temperature
difference between the outside air and the inside of the tent, condensation may cause water droplets to
form on the inner surface of the canopy. This is not a leak and can be reduced by ventilating the tent.

OIf left wet with the rainfly (sold separately) for extended periods, product color may transfer.

O Setting up the tent
Before using the tent for the first time, be sure to practice pitching the tent at home to familiar-
ize yourself with the tent and its features.

1. Pitching the tent

@Spread the tent on the ground with pole (Fig. A)
hooks facing up. If there are strong winds,
temporarily stake the tent with pegs (Fig. A).

@Assemble the poles (Fig. B).

*Insert the pole ends into the outer grommets
under normal conditions. In wet conditions,
when the fabric may sag, insert the pole ends
into the inner grommets.

*Stake pegs as deep as possible.
*When staking a tent in rocky or snowy condi-
tions, consider using the Mesh Anchor or Snow
Anchor (sold separately).
*To protect the tent floor and improve water
resistance, consider using a footprint (sold
separately; see p.6). o

@Align the entrances and place the rainfly  (Fig. E)
over the tent. Attach the rainfly to the poles
using the hook-and-loop straps behind the
guyline loops (Fig. E).

*The strap attaching positions vary depend-
ing on the size of tent.

@®Hook the metal hooks at the comners of the
rainfly onto the elastic rainfly loops on the
tent body (Fig. F). Using the pull tabs will
help hooking.

3. Staking the Tent

Always secure the tent with guylines and be ready for unexpected windy conditions. Fix the
guylines to the guyline loops on the edges of the rainfly (Fig. G). Use the runners to tension
the guylines to staked pegs (Fig. H). Stake the bottom of the rainfly with pegs. Please note
that a hammer for staking pegs is not included with this tent.

*Consider leaving the guylines attached to the guyline loops at all times for quick and easy setup.

O Taking down the tent

@Hook something around the pegs, such as the guylines, to pull pegs out of the ground.
*Do not pull out pegs with your bare hands. Edges may be sharp enough to cause injury.

@Remove the rainfly.
®Remove the pole hooks from the poles.
ORemove the pole ends from the grommets. Firmly hold the poles until the poles are no

longer at tension as there is a risk of injury due to recoil.



@®When taking apart the poles, remove the pole (Fig.l) Cross socket
sections from the cross socket and fold the poles
starting at the middle (Fig. I). This extends the
lifespan of the shock cord by placing an equal
amount of tension over the entire length of the
cord.

OFold the tent into the same width as the stuff sack
for easier storage. To prevent damaging the tent’s
fabric, store pegs separately in their own stuff
sack.

*The tent’s stuff sack is large enough to store the tent
and the rainfly (sold separately) together.

the pole, we recommend using the pole
repair sleeve that is included with this @
product. Slide the pole repair sleeve over the area that has

been damaged. To prevent the pole repair sleeve from
moving, fix it in place using tape.

H Care

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool, well-
ventilated area. If stored wet or soiled, mold can grow and the fabric can start to prematurely
deteriorate.

(OOver time, the water-repellent treatment on the tent floor and rainfly will deteriorate. To restore
water repellency, reapply a water-repellent spray (sold separately).

(ODo NOT dry clean or wash in washing machine. This can damage the tent’s fabric.

QIf zipper movement becomes stiff, use the Smooth Slider (sold separately) or candle wax to
restore functionality.

(OUse a damp cloth to wipe off dirt from poles and pegs, then apply a small amount of machine oil.
For poles, only lubricate the joints.

H Storage

CIf left wet with the rainfly (sold separately) for extended periods, product color may transfer.

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, fold loosely and store in a well-ventilated, place out
of direct sunlight. Avoid using the included stuff sack for storage, as it is designed to hold the
product tightly for portability.

(ODo NOT place the product in a place where it will be exposed to high temperatures such as near
a fire or heater. May cause deformation or damage.
