(O Mounting with boots
When mounting with boots alone, omit step @ and follow the other steps accordingly.

ﬁ When mounting with boots alone, use ONLY as basic snowshoes.
Do NOT use on a precipitous terrain.

Bl Care

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well-
ventilated area before applying a corrosion inhibitor.

(OCheck for damage to the straps and buckles.
OFix fradyed straps by melting the frayed endd with a lighter or other heat sources.

H Storage

(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well-ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct
sunlight.

H Disposal

(OPlease follow local regulations regarding waste disposal.
