3.Choose a firm ground and check
for a safe shore along the
downstream for pulling the rescuee
out of the water.

2. Loosen the draw cord on the
throw bag so the rope
smoothly comes out. Hold the
opening of the throw bag with
your throwing hand and hold
the rope securely with the
other.

4.Make sure the rope is caught
by the rescuee and swing the
rescuee in a pendulum motion
towards the safe shore.
