Hold the
opening of the throw bag with
your throwing hand and hold
the rope securely with the
other.

2.Choose firm ground and check
for a safe place downstream for
pulling the rescuee out of the
water. Throw the throw bag
towards the rescuee or boat.

3.Make sure the rope is caught
by the rescuee and swing the
rescuee in a pendulum motion Y,
towards the safe shore.

4.When putting the rope back inside the throw bag, feed
the rope back into the bag. Make sure to unwind any
knots or twists for next use.
