H Description

This life jacket is designed for the dynamic movements of freestyle kayaking with
features for rescue. The contoured front panels and bias stretch provide great fit
without affecting floatation. Equipped with features for rescue, large pocket, knife,
and a rescue belt.

H Components

’(A:Contoured Foam Panels)“

The front foam panels B ails
are contoured,
providing excellent fit
without affecting
floatation. In addition,
shaping the foam this
way doesn't place pressure on the chest
and enables the user to breathe easily.

~( B:Bias Stretch N

The back fabric is made to stretch
laterally, a feature that makes the life
jacket follow the body's movement when
paddling and doesn't feel restrictive.

~(__C:Center Fit Waist Belt )}

Utilizes a waist belt

which is close to the

body's center of gravity.

Waist Buckle

D:Adjustable Shoulder Straps

Elastic Band

Shoulder straps can be used to fit
a wide range of sizes and elastic
bands can be used to secure
loose, excess straps.

If the shoulder strap needs to be adjusted tighter, pull the shoulder strap

(1) out of the buckle (2) and both loops attached to the shoulder pad (3).
Loop the strap through the top loop and then back through the buckle.

E : Slider Stopper

The zipper utilizes an auto-locking feature. Includes an
elastic band that holds the slider in place to prevent it from
opening accidentally.

F : Front Pocket
Gusseted pocket for storing items. Has a leash inside for attaching keys.

G : Reflective Tape
Reflective tape above the chest and on the back helps increase your
visibility.

H : Buoyant Foam
The extremely buoyant foam is also very flexible, yet durable and won't
become soft over time.

| - Knife Holder
Patch for attaching a knife or other small gear. (Attachment depends on
shape of knife)

J :Rescue Belt Quick Release
Belt for attaching Montbell's Cow Tail or Sea
Towing Line (both sold separately).

Loop through the metal buckle for braking
and secure with the Quick Release Buckle.

K': Carabiner Holder

Loop for attaching the carabiner on
Montbell's Cow Tail (sold separately).
Designed to quickly release the carabiner by
simply lifting the carabiner up.

@ Buckle the waist belt and adjust the fit.

@ Adjust the fit of the left and right side straps.

@ Adjust the fit of the left and right shoulder straps.

O Loop through and secure the Rescue belt.

*If the life jacket isn't properly fitted, it is possible for the life jacket to become loose and
separate from the user or become loose enough that the life jacket is unable to keep the
user's head above water. (Although this product is designed to prevent the life jacket
from becoming loose and floating up and above the user, it is still possible for this to
occur depending on the size of the waist and chest of the user wearing the life jacket)

»*Before using, have the user try the life jacket on in shallow waters without a current to
check for fit and proper floatation. Have the user relax and float in the water with their
head pointed up, chin above water and make sure they are able to breathe easily.

. care Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.

Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

(ODo NOT use hot water or dry in a dryer. High temperatures can cause the foam to

deform and shrink.

(OWash away stains and soiling with water. For heavy soiling, use a sponge and mild

soap. Avoid direct sunlight and allow to air dry in a cool well ventilated area.

(Ostore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place away from direct sunlight.

(ODo NOT place heavy objects on top of or sit on the life jacket. Placing pressure
on the foam can cause it to change shape or deform, decreasing buoyancy.

(ODo NOT store together with corrosive materials.
