This product uses the BOA® Fit System, which although uses an
extremely strong stainless steel wire, this wire is subject to wear
and tear, and depending on the amount of usage, may snap.
Prior to use, check the lace for damage. If the lace is damaged
or has snapped, please follow the instructions below on how to
replace the lace. If you do not have a spare lace, in emergency
situations it is possible to lace the shoes through the guides with
whatever cordage you may have on hand.

OFor replacing the lace by yourself, please follow the instructions below and purchase a Repair Lace.
