In order to avoid an accident, try making loops smaller by
tying a double knot or replacing the laces with shorter ones.

(OFor shoes utilizing the BOA® Fit System, in extremely rare cases, damaged laces can snap,
creating sharp ends. When handling snapped laces be careful of cutting yourself.

(OThe glue that is used to attach the sole to the shoe can degrade over time causing the sole to
peel off of the shoe, even if the shoe is never used. To help prevent this, please follow the care
instructions in this manual.

Prior to
use inspect the outsole, midsole, hooks and D rings for damage or irregularities.

(OWhen inspecting the outsole, look for cracks in the rubber that can result from the constant
bending of the shoe. If you notice any damage or irregularities, stop using immediately and
contact Montbell Customer Service or the original store of purchase.

(OBefore using new shoes, be sure that they are thoroughly broken in. New shoes that have not
been broken in can cause foot pain and possibly lead to injury.

(ODo NOT use on oiled surfaces. There is a possibility of slipping and causing injury.

(OPrior to use, check the shoelaces for damage. Shoe laces that are damaged can sever during use.

(OFor shoes utilizing the BOA® Fit System, prior to use, check the shoelaces for damage. Shoe
laces that are damaged can sever during use.

1) Outsole
Wash with water. For heavy soiling or stains use a brush.
For rocks lodged in the treads, carefully use a screwdriver
to remove, taking care not to damage the shoes or injure
your hand.

2) Upper
Remove the laces. To clean, use a shoe specific brush (for
nubuck or suede shoes, use a brush suitable for leather) and
for heavy soiling, wash with water. Only use shoe specific
soaps. Ordinary soaps can damage the leather parts of a
shoe.
*Laces can be placed in a laundry bag and washed in a

washing machine.

3) Inside the shoe including footbed (insole)
After every use, remove the insole from the shoe and allow it
to dry completely. This also allows the inside of the shoe to
dry. If necessary, the insoles can be washed using a shoe
specific cleaner and a brush.
If the inside of the shoe is leather, it can be wiped cleaned. If
the lining is a synthetic material, it can be cleaned using a

brush. ADirt being removed from the
inside of the shoe

Allow to dry for 2 to 3 days in a well ventilated, cool, dry place.

If there is water in the shoe, insert a shoe drying insert into the

shoe.

*¢Do not dry wet shoes in the sun or near a heater or dryer.
Drying too quickly can damage leather and cause cracking
and stiffening. This can also damage the adhesive and

cause the sole to peel away from the shoe.

© Water Repellant ---------o-orommee e

Apply water repellant after the shoes have been cleaned and allowed to dry. Applying water
repellant while the shoe is soiled will not properly treat the shoes and can affect breathability
of shoes with a waterproof/breathable membrane.

BLeather boots
Once clean and completely dry, first apply a leather conditioner. Next apply the water
repellant and allow to dry completely. You can avoid the extra step of applying conditioner
by using a water repellant spray that also contains leather conditioner.
*Although leather conditioner will help suede boots last longer, it will change the appear
ance of the material. Test by applying to an inconspicuous spot on the boot before
applying to the entire boot.

M Fabric (synthetic fibers), Synthetic leather
Once clean and completely dry, apply the water repellant and allow to dry completely.
Do NOT use leather conditioner.

/\ Apply water repellent spray in a well-ventilated
place.

Before using water repellent products and
leather conditioners, be sure to read the direc-
tions.

B Storage

(OStore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight.

(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

(ODo NOT store in the box or bag at the time of purchase. Mold can grow and the product can
start to prematurely deteriorate.

(ODo NOT store in a car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures. May cause deforming
and damage.

Resoling services

Outsoles that have worn down can affect how you walk. If you notice that the treads aren't
"gripping" well or if the toes or heels have become worn, it is generally time to replace the
soles. If you notice the midsole has started to peel away from the shoe, stop using the shoes.
Montbell provides sole replacement services at a reasonable rate, though there are some
shoe models that can't be resoled. For additional information, please visit our website,
contact Montbell Customer Service or the store where your shoes were originally purchased.

OReplacing laces

This product uses the BOA® Fit System. Although using an
extremely strong stainless steel wire, the wire is subject to
wear and tear, and may snap depending on the amount of use.
Prior to use, check the lace for damage. If the lace is damaged
or has snapped, please follow the instructions below on how to
replace the lace. If you do not have a spare lace, in emergency
situations it is possible to lace the shoes through the guides with
whatever cordage you may have on hand.
OFor replacing the lace by yourself, please follow the instructions below and purchase a Repair Lace.
OMontbell Stores and Montbell Customer Service can also replace laces (However, there is a fee
for replacements done by Customer Service)
*Use only the tool for taking apart the BOA® fit System
*Snapped laces are extremely sharp. When handling snapped laces be careful of cutting yourself.
*When wearing these boots, we recommend bringing the included tool, a spare set of laces or shoe laces,
and this manual.

@ Thread the new lace through the
guides.

*When threading, avoid bending the lace.

*If you have any difficulty, twist the lace as
you thread it into the guide.

*If the shoe has a pull-tab, do not forget to
pass the lace through it.

Thread the laces into the dial
towards the opposite exit hole.

Pull the end of the lace
through the loop.

*Use a pair of pliers if
necessary.

(9 Take one of the laces and
make a loop.

@) Pull the end of the lace
tightly to for a knot.

@3 Pull the lace so the knot enters
the dial.
*Check to make sure the knot is
inside the dial.

(@ Leave between 4-7mm of
lace on the end of the knot.

Return to step ® and repeat for
the other lace.

Check the hole near the dial's part number
and if the ends of the knot are sticking out of
the hole, pull the lace so the lace is fully
enclosed within the dial.

(5 Push the dial into the bayonet until it clicks
into place. Check that it's working
correctly by following the instructions on
page 6.

(OUsing normal laces in an emergency

When replacement laces are not on hand, normal laces or
cordage can be looped through guides for temporary measures.

Improper care and storage of your boots can shorten their lifespan.
Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your boots.

B Care

Olf laces are not moving through the plastic guides correctly, lubricate the laces with silicone spray (sold
separately).

B Storage

(OStore in a well-ventilated, cool, dry place. The following storage methods can cause these
shoes to deteriorate quickly.
* The original box or bag at the time of purchase.
* Any area that receives exposure from direct sunlight.
* A car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures.
