(ODo NOT use this product if it has experienced any significant impact, compression, or other
stresses, even if there is no visible damage.

OSelect boots that fit properly and allow natural movement during work. Boots that are too large
may cause your heel to lift while walking.

O Loosening laces

Dial Tongue Pull the dial outward until it clicks, then pull

the boot's tongue forward to loosen the lace.

Turn the dial to tighten
the lace.

Right foot: clockwise

O Replacing laces

If the laces are damaged or snapped, please contact the store of original purchase or Montbell
Customer Service for replacement. (Lace replacement services are available for a fee.)

Wash with water. For heavy soiling or stains, use a brush. For C
rocks lodged in the treads, carefully use a screwdriver to
remove, taking care not to damage the boots or injure your
hand.

2) Upper outsole's tread.

Clean with a suede specific brush or similar tools. For heavy Y
soiling or stains, wash with water using a footwear-specific .
cleaner.

AUse a brush to remove dirt.

3) Inside the boot, footbed (insole)
After every use, remove the insole from the boot and allow it to
dry completely. This also allows the inside of the boot to dry
faster. If necessary, the insoles can be washed using a
footwear-specific cleaner and a brush.
The lining can be cleaned using a brush.

A Remove dirt from the inside of the boot.



Allow to dry for 2 to 3 days in a well-ventilated place out of
direct sunlight. If moisture remains in the boot, insert a
footwear-drying desiccant into the boot.

»*Do NOT dry wet boots in the sun or with heaters. Drying too
quickly may cause cracking and stiffening. This can also
damage the adhesive and cause the sole to peel away from
the boot.

Apply water repellent after the boots have been cleaned and allowed to dry. Applying water
repellent while the product is soiled will not properly restore the water repellency, which may
lead to products with a waterproof breathable membrane unable to perform as intended.

OIf the lace does not slide smoothly, lubricate the guide using a commercially available
silicone spray (sold separately). Keep the silicone away from the soles.

B Storage

(OStore in a well-ventilated, dry place out of direct sunlight.

(ODo NOT place the product in a place where it will be exposed to high temperatures such as
near a fire or heater. May cause deformation or damage.

(ODo NOT store in the original shoe box or a storage bag. Moisture may cause deterioration or
molding.

(ODo NOT store the product in a place with temperature extremes such as garden sheds or car
trunks in direct sunlight. May cause deformation or damage.
