H Description

Designed for mountaineering, this pair of snowshoes features a T-shaped cross-section frame that
functions as integrated traction rails, delivering excellent grip and enhanced stability on snow. The
crampon pivot is equipped with a resilient flex band that prevents the snowshoe from sagging,
allowing for smooth, comfortable steps. For steep ascents in deep snow, a heel lift provides added
support and reduces fatigue. The harness incorporates hydrophobic elastomer bands, ensuring
reliable performance even in extremely cold environments, and can be stored flat for compact
stacking and easy transport.

O Attaching

This product has a left foot and right foot. Check the R (right) / L (left) marking stamped on the
harness. Loosen the straps so that your shoes or boots will fit.

the flex band (Fig. A).

@Fasten the two straps over the instep (Fig. B). Pull the strap until it is tight over the instep, then
insert the hook on the buckle through the appropriate hole on the strap (Fig. C, D). Secure excess

strap with the clips to prevent flapping (Fig. D).

@Position the heel strap so that it will not  (Fig. E)
move up and down on the heel (Fig. E),
then tighten and secure the strap in the
same way as @ (Fig. C, D).Secure
excess strap with the clips to prevent
flapping (Fig. D).

OCheck that the binding is firmly
attached to the shoe and that there are
no gaps. If the heel strap is moving up
and down (Fig. F), repeat step ©.

O Using the heel lift

Secure the strap

in a position
where it does not
move up/down.

When climbing steep slopes, the heel lift helps
keep your foot level and reduces fatigue. Before
use, raise the heel lift fully and make sure your
heel rests on top of it. If your heel does not rest
properly, return to step @ and adjust the position
again.

To prevent rust, apply a
commercially available anti-rust oil to metal parts such as traction rails. Wipe off any anti-rust oil
from the deck, harness, or other non-metal parts.
