Pull the
strap until it is tight over
the instep, then insert
the hook on the buckle
through the appropriate
hole on the strap (Fig.
D, E). Secure excess
strap with the clip to
prevent flapping (Fig.
E).

For crampons with heel levers, fix the heel
strap in a position where it will not interfere
with the crampon lever (Fig. H).
