Designed to provide excellent insulation in a lightweight, compact form. Provides compatibility
with the pads of various lengths and pillow, securely holding them in place to prevent gaps from
forming while turning over during sleep. The included stuff sack can be used as a pump bag. The
Pump Stuff Bag and Rechargeable Blower (sold separately) allow for quicker, easier inflation.

OWhen inflating, blowing air directly into this product may cause deterioration of the fabric and
mold due to moisture contained in exhaled air. We recommend using the included stuff sack as
a pump bag, or the sold separately Pump Stuff Bag or Rechargeable Blower.

(ODo NOT inflate with a high-pressure pump or air compressor. May damage the product.

(OPrior to each use, check the pad's condition and stop using immediately if you notice any deteri-
oration from age/use, damage or irregularities.

Olt is important to use caution when around sharp objects (thorns, branches, stones, cacti, etc.)
that may puncture the material.

(ODo NOT place this product directly on the ground. For protection, use it inside a tent or place a
ground sheet or similar item underneath.

(ODo NOT apply sudden pressure to pad when fully inflated. May cause the pad to rupture.

(ODo NOT place the product near open flames or hot objects. May cause deformation or damage
to the pad body or flat valve. Keep away from heat sources such as stoves and lanterns, espe-
cially when hot after use.

(ODo NOT leave an inflated pad inside a tent or car during hot weather. May cause the pad to rup-
ture.

(OAvoid long-term exposure to sunlight. Ultraviolet light can damage the material.
(Ostore out of the reach of pets. Pets can bite or claw the material, causing holes.

(OBe careful with metal items worn while using this product. Pant buckles or similar parts may
damage the fabric during sleep.

(ODry this product thoroughly before storing. If stored while wet, mold may form and the fabric may
deteriorate prematurely.

80% of maximum capacity. The body should slightly sink into the pad, resulting in comfort and
stability.

@Open the valve cap and insert the cap's tab into the valve to create a gap in the seal for air to

escape. Fold up and then push the air out of the pad using your weight.

O Repairing method

Repairs can be made with the included repair kit.

*For larger holes, contact the store of original purchase or Montbell Customer Service.
*Do NOT use or store the adhesive at temperatures below 10°C (50°F). Ingredients may alter

and lose adhesiveness.
Using the repair patch (Adhesive drying time: 24 hrs.)

OFully inflate the product and check for air leaks. If the puncture is difficult to locate, submerge
the product in water. Bubbles will indicate the puncture site. However, exercise caution, as the
patch will not adhere properly to wet surfaces. Mark the puncture site and fully deflate the

product.

@If soapy water was used, rinse thoroughly with water and dry completely. The patch will not

adhere to wet or soapy surfaces.

OApply a thin layer of adhesive to the puncture and the area around it and allow 10-15 minutes
to dry. Make sure the area covered by the adhesive is larger than the patch.

OPeel backing from the patch and apply to adhesive area. Press firmly with flat, hard surface to

ensure full contact.

®Leave the product deflated for 24 hours to allow the adhesive to dry completely.

@Inflate the pad and check for air leaks.

B} Using the emergency patch (Drying time: 1 hr.)
The emergency patch is intended for temporary field fixes. For long-term repairs, follow the
steps on. Keeping the emergency patch on for an extended period may leave adhesive
residue. Adhesiveness may vary depending on the condition of the surface.

OFully inflate the product and check for air leaks. If the puncture is difficult to locate,
submerge the product in water. Bubbles will indicate the puncture site. However, exercise
caution, as the patch will not adhere properly to wet surfaces. Mark the puncture site and
fully deflate the product.

@®Remove any dirt around the puncture and dry thoroughly. The patch will not adhere if the
surface is wet.

@Select a patch larger than the puncture. Peel backing from the patch and apply. Avoid
wrinkles or air bubbles.

OPress down firmly on the surface to ensure the patch adheres completely.

@Let the patch sit for 1 hour, then inflate the product and check for air leaks.

(Replacing the seal)

If the seal gets damaged and causes problems such as air leakage, replace it with the seal
from the repair kit. If the seal is detached, re-attach it following the procedures from @. Parts
are small. Use tweezers if necessary.

are Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

COIf perspiration, sebum, or other dirt gets on the fabric, clean it promptly with a mild
detergent after use. Leaving it soiled may cause fabric delamination, leading to air
leakage.

Olnflate the pad to its maximum capacity and close the valve cap. Wash using a soft brush, mild
soap and lukewarm water (below 30°C). Rinse thoroughly and allow it to air dry before storing.

H Storage

(Ostore in a well-ventilated, dry place out of direct sunlight.
The following storage methods can cause this product to deteriorate quickly.
-Any area that receives exposure from direct sunlight.
-A car trunk or other area subject to high temperatures.
(OFor long term storage, store in a dry place with the pad spread out with the valve open.
(ODry thoroughly before storing. May damage the fabric otherwise.
(ODo NOT allow sharp or pointed objects to come into contact with the pad.
