An I-grip pole for hiking and trekking, equipped with a cam-lock system for quick, one-touch
length adjustment. For best results, use 2 trekking poles to reduce strain on your knees when
going downhill and provide extra push when going uphill.

(ODo NOT place your full weight onto the pole. May result in injury or damage.

(OWhen this product is used by a child or an elderly person, have someone nearby check that the
shafts are securely locked.

(OIf the point protector is worn out, replace it as soon as possible.

(ODo NOT leave the product in high temperatures. May cause the grip to deform or result in burns.

For safety
reasons, always attach the basket before use. In deep snow, use the Snow Basket (sold separately).

Always keep it
attached when transporting, walking on boardwalks, or hiking on trails where there is a risk of
