(OTo clean stains and soiling, lightly rinse off and use a mild soap with a sponge to brush away any
remaining residue. Rinse off and hang to dry in the shade.

OWater repellency will decrease over time. To restore water repellency, first clean any residues
from the fabric surface and then apply a water repellant spray (sold separately).

(ODo not dry clean or wash in a washing machine. These methods may damage the backpack’s
fabric.

Hl Storage

(Ostore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place.
(ODo not store together with corrosive materials.
