@Fabric-cover repair
@Use solvent (benzine) and a clean cloth to remove any debris, dirt or oil. Make sure to dry
thoroughly. To prevent kayak's fabric damage, do NOT use paint thinner.
@®Use sandpaper #100 to rough up the surface to be patched. Then, use solvent (benzine)
and a clean cloth to remove any debris, dirt or oil.

©cCarefully, cut repair patch to size kayak's fabric 2cm
tear/rip. Patch size should be at least +2cm larger
than the fabric tear/rip in all directions.

OTo reduce the risk of peeling, cut square patches
with rounded corners. Use sandpaper #100 to
rough up the back surface the patch. Then, use sol-
vent (benzine) and a clean cloth to remove any
debris, dirt or oil.

@To prevent excessive gluing, apply masking tape (+5mm larger than the repair sheet)
around the repair area.

@®Apply a thin and even layer of glue to the repair area. Allow glue to dry for approximately 1
to 2 min. Then, reapply an even layer of glue again.

@After drying, carefully apply the patch to the repair area using very firm pressure. For best
result, use a rubber hammer.

@OAfter applying the patch, allow to dry for at least 12 hours. Allow to dry at least 30 min in
times of emergency. Remove masking tape.

*Use ONLY included glue or #2351919 ARFEQ Repair Bond.

*If the repair area is not flattened (especially on the upper side of K, G, E frame), assemble
the kayak first. In addition, for the bow-top and stern-end, use packing tape to hold the repair
sheet. Leave it on for approximately 3 hours.

*When working outside, do NOT repair directly under the sun. May impair proper curing of
adhesives.

are Fojiow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of the product.

OAfter use, wash dirt, stain, and/or salt with water and dry thoroughly.

OThe inside of plastic fold on kayak may retain water. To empty water, make the assembled
kayak stand vertically and let it set for 5 to 10 min.

OWhen heavily stained, wash with mild soap and use a cloth/sponge without any polisher.

OAfter use at the sea, if assembled for a long period of time, salt can damage the frame joints.
Apply corrosion inhibitor (e.g. CRC6-66) around the joints prior to use, disassemble the frame
once every two weeks, and wash thoroughly with water to remove salt from frames. Before
storing, dry thoroughly and reapply corrosion inhibitor. Do NOT spray on the shock cords.

OFrame and crossrib dents/damage may hinder paddling abilities and impair kayak
strength/durability. Stop using immediately and replacing the part is recommended.

OMake sure the bolts on A tongue (located on the bow and stern of K pipe) are not loose. The
gap of the A tongue should be approximately 0.5mm.

OMake sure the screws on the crossrib channel are not loose. If the frame doesn't install prop-
erly, replacing the channel is recommended.

(OWash fabric-cover with water and sponge/brush. Do NOT use metal scrubbers and paint thin-
ner. Molding may occur if stored while wet. Dry thoroughly before storing. Do NOT apply
silicone polishing agent for it may affect the adhesive performance when repairing.

OTension strap cover is designed to protect tension strap from abrasion. Replace when dam-
aged or worn.

ODo NOT slide zippers containing sand. Always wash with water. To prevent squeaking and
corrosion, apply corrosion inhibitor (e.g. CRC6-66) on the teeth.

(ODo NOT use packing tape for repairing. When taped for an extended period of time, the adhe-
sive substance on the tape may damage the kayak's fabric. Also, do NOT forcibly remove the
tape at all times.

OStop using immediately, when you notice any irregularities and damage on the kayak. Please
contact Montbell Customer Service for assistance.

OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of
direct sunlight and dust.

(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

(OAssembling the kayak for the first time is the most important process. Applying tension on the fabric-cover and inflating air into the air tube,
strongly tensions the fabric-cover. This allows the fabric-cover to stretch and fit on the frame. If assembled with dent and/or twisted
components, the kayak frame may lose its center balance and may cause fabric-cover to distort. Make sure to assemble with caution. After
assembling, rest the kayak for a day to adapt to the applied tension. This process helps assembling the kayak easier next time.

Use one hand to pull the G pipe and other hand to attach joint pin and adjust connection.

<CAUTION!> Do NOT attach the tip of G pipe when the K pipe is setting on the ground. Without any arches, the length of the pipe will measure improperly, allowing the overall frame to stretch out. If the joints are
misplaced, adjust using K pipe.

3. Gently remove the fabric-cover from the frame and foot brace. Then, reverse assembling process to disassemble the frame.
Take apart the frame and place the components inside the frame case.
