This outrigger
system is made to reduce drag on the water and prevent an impact on your ability to paddle
and move quickly. This system is also great for kayak fishing because of the slim profile.

* Do NOT open or close the zipper while the floats are inflated.

@ Connect 4 webbings (without a hook) to the female buckles along the bottom of the floats.

* The tops of the floats have a zipper.

B Care

OAfter use, wash dirt, stains, and/or sand with water and dry thoroughly. After use with
salt water, rinse with fresh water. When heavily stained, wash with mild soap and a
soft sponge.

(ODo NOT use solvents, such as paint thinner.
(OTo keep the zipper operating smoothly, apply a zipper lubricant. However, make sure
that the lubricant is only applied to the zipper.

(ODo NOT use duct tape or other similar adhesive to repair ruptures or punctures. Unlike
a repair sheet, tapes will peel leaving their adhesives behind. Due to the nature of ad-
hesives, it cannot be easily removed and if you attempt to remove it with solves, you
can damage the material beyond repair.

B Storage

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well ventilated, cool, dry place
out of direct sunlight and dust.

OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

Use the white |
marks on the webbing (both the bottom and - :‘_
deck of the kayak) as a guide by aligning
them in the middle of the kayak. After =
making adjustments, secure any extra
webbing with the clips on the webbing.

In
some instances, the webbing can become
loose, so periodically check the floats and
adjust the webbing as necessary.
