H Directions

(OAssembling

@Firmly insert the stay frames all the way into the main frame.

® Insert the wheel while pressing down on the joint pin at the end of the main frame.
Push the wheel until the joint pin comes out on the other side, setting the wheel in
place. (There is no distinction between the left, right, front and back of the wheel.)

. , Joint pin Joint pin
&Be careful not to pinch your fingers.

/\ CAUTION!

When inserting the wheel, align the center of the wheel perpendicular to the frame and
push it in. If pushed in while out of alignment, the white socket inside the wheel may
pop out. If this happens, insert the white socket back into the wheel, return to the
original position, and then try inserting the wheel again.

OTransporting

Secure the kayak or canoe to the cart with the two straps. The cart should be positioned
behind the load's center of gravity.

When transporting the kayak inside the stuff sack, use

paddles and included grab loops as handles. (see right) (3

* Depending on the shape, some paddles may not be
compatible.

*Be careful NOT to put excessive loads on the paddles.
It may damage or break them.

Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
B Care Foiow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

(OAfter use, rinse with water to remove dirt, and then dry completely. Wash with fresh water,
especially after exposure to seawater. If left assembled for extended periods after
exposure to seawater, salt may crystallize and cause the joints to become stiff.

(OSometimes the joints of the frame become stiff after repeated use. If this happens, apply
anti-corrosive lubricant (such as CRC6-66) to the joints (do NOT apply to the shock cord).

H Storage

(OWhen storing for an extended period of time, store in a well-ventilated, cool, dry place out
of direct sunlight and dust.

(OTo prevent deforming and damage, do NOT store near heat sources.

H Disposal

(OPlease follow local regulations regarding waste disposal.
