OApply a thin and even layer of glue to the repair area. Allow glue to dry for approximately 1 to 2
min. Then, reapply an even layer of glue again. To prevent excessive gluing, place masking
tape around the repair area.

@After drying, carefully apply the patch to the repair area using very firm pressure. For best
result, use a rubber hammer.

@After applying the patch, allow to dry for at least 12 hours. Allow to dry at least 30 min in times
of emergency.

*When working outside, do NOT repair directly under the sun. May impair proper curing of
adhesives.

*Do NOT use packing tape for repairing. When taped for an extended period of time, the
adhesive substance on the tape may damage the kayak's fabric. Also, do NOT forcibly
remove the tape at all times.

*Read glue manual for instructions.

*When the kayak's fabric tear/rip cannot be repaired using the repair kit, please contact
Montbell Customer Service.
